FIRST READING: Acts 2:14a, 36-41
The people sit.

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

4apeter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed [the crowd], 3*“Therefore let the
entire house of Israel know with certainty that God has made him both Lord and Messiah, this
Jesus whom you crucified.”

S’Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and to the other
apostles, “Brothers, what should we do?” **Peter said to them, “Repent, and be baptized every
one of you in the name of Jesus Christ so that your sins may be forgiven; and you will receive
the gift of the Holy Spirit. **For the promise is for you, for your children, and for all who are far
away, everyone whom the Lord our God calls to him.” **And he testified with many other
arguments and exhorted them, saying, “Save yourselves from this corrupt generation.” *'So those
who welcomed his message were baptized, and that day about three thousand persons were
added.

A Reading from the First letter of Peter.

"If you invoke as Father the one who judges all people impartially according to their deeds, live
in reverent fear during the time of your exile. '*You know that you were ransomed from the futile
ways inherited from your ancestors, not with perishable things like silver or gold, “but with the
precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without defect or blemish. 2’He was destined before
the foundation of the world, but was revealed at the end of the ages for your sake. 2'Through him
you have come to trust in God, who raised him from the dead and gave him glory, so that your
faith and hope are set on God.

2Now that you have purified your souls by your obedience to the truth so that you have
genuine mutual love, love one another deeply from the heart. Y ou have been born anew, not of
perishable but of imperishable seed, through the living and enduring word of God.

GOSPEL: Luke 24:13-35
All stand.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
People Glory be to thee, O Lord.

BNow on that same day two of [the disciples] were going to a village called Emmaus, about
seven miles from Jerusalem, “and talking with each other about all these things that had
happened. *While they were talking and discussing, Jesus himself came near and went with
them, *but their eyes were kept from recognizing him. 7And he said to them, “What are you
discussing with each other while you walk along?” They stood still, looking sad. *Then one of
them, whose name was Cleopas, answered him, “Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who
does not know the things that have taken place there in these days?” "He asked them, “What
things?” They replied, “The things about Jesus of Nazareth, who was a prophet mighty in deed
and word before God and all the people, *and how our chief priests and leaders handed him over
to be condemned to death and crucified him. ?'But we had hoped that he was the one to redeem
Israel. Yes, and besides all this, it is now the third day since these things took place. Moreover,
some women of our group astounded us. They were at the tomb early this morning, 2and when
they did not find his body there, they came back and told us that they had indeed seen a vision of
angels who said that he was alive. 2#Some of those who were with us went to the tomb and found
it just as the women had said; but they did not see him.” »*Then he said to them, “Oh, how
foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have declared! *Was it not
necessary that the Messiah should suffer these things and then enter into his glory?” ?Then
beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he interpreted to them the things about himself in all



the scriptures.

2 As they came near the village to which they were going, he walked ahead as if he were
going on. But they urged him strongly, saying, “Stay with us, because it is almost evening and
the day is now nearly over.” So he went in to stay with them. **When he was at the table with
them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them. 3'Then their eyes were opened,
and they recognized him; and he vanished from their sight. *They said to each other, “Were not
our hearts burning within us while he was talking to us on the road, while he was opening the
scriptures to us?” *That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusalem; and they found the
eleven and their companions gathered together. **They were saying, “The Lord has risen indeed,
and he has appeared to Simon!” *Then they told what had happened on the road, and how he had
been made known to them in the breaking of the bread.

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;

and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,



who proceeds from the Father and the Son.
With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified.
He has spoken through the Prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead,

and the life of the world to come. Amen.

All kneel.

Let us pray for the whole state of Christ’s Church and the world.

Almighty and everliving God, who in thy holy Word hast taught us to make prayers, and
supplications, and to give thanks for all men: Receive these our prayers which we offer unto thy
divine Majesty, beseeching thee to inspire continually the Universal Church with the spirit of
truth, unity, and concord; and grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in
the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity and godly love.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers [especially ], that
they may, both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly
administer thy holy Sacraments.

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this congregation here present;
that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving
thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life.

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this

and every land [especially ], that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions
for the welfare and peace of the world, and we pray especially for peace in Iran, Ukraine, Israel,
and the Middle East.

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing
in thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy
bounty.

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor
[ and] all those who, in this transitory life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or
any other adversity.

Good and gracious God, you invite us to recognize and reverence your divine image and likeness
in our neighbor. We have promised that with your help we will strive for justice and peace
among all people and will respect the dignity of every human being. Enable us to see the reality
of racism and free us to challenge and uproot discrimination from our church, our society, our
world and ourselves.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear
[especially ], beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in thy love and service;
and to grant us grace so to follow the good examples of [ and of] all thy saints, that
with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.



Grant these our prayers, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and Advocate.
Amen.

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, give
thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God.

All glory be to thee, O Lord our God, for that thou didst create heaven and earth, and didst make
us in thine own image; and, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to take
our nature upon him, and to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption. He made there a full
and perfect sacrifice for the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel command us
to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks to thee,
he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for
you. Do this in remembrance of me.”

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them,
saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for you,
and for many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of

me.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy people do celebrate and make, with these thy
holy gifts which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make;
having in remembrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and
glorious ascension; and looking for his coming again with power and great glory.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us, and, with thy Word and Holy
Spirit, to bless and sanctify these gifts of bread and wine, that they may be unto us the Body and
Blood of thy dearly-beloved Son Jesus Christ.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, whereby we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies.
Grant, we beseech thee, that all who partake of this Holy Communion may worthily receive the
most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, and be filled with thy grace and heavenly
benediction; and also that we and all thy whole Church may be made one body with him, that he
may dwell in us, and we in him; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord;

By whom, and with whom, and in whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost all honor and glory be
unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. AMEN.
